Reveal & Audit MP & Senator Expenses

MPs and Senators should be transparent and accountable to taxpayers with how they spend taxpayers’ money. As has
been demonstrated with MP and MLA spending scandals in the UK, Nova Scotia and Newfoundland and Labrador,
taxpayers have good reason to want to see how those dollars are spent.
